Cllrs W B Evans, W May and declared an interest in all matters relating to BCBC being Members of that Authority.
Cllrs W B Evans, W May, G Howells and S Sullivan declared an interest in any matters relating to CAB.

Cllrs W B Evans, L Beedle, and H Fenney declared an interest in items relating to the Town Hall as members of the Management Committee.    Cllr J Williams declared an interest in any matters relating to Maesteg Town Hall as his wife is an employee.

Cllr L Beedle declared an interest in the item relating to the Maesteg Netball Team.

Cllr A Gould declared an interest in planning application 07/232, to be confirmed in Planning Committee Minutes of meeting held on 29th March 2007.

POLICE MATTERS
Sgt C Dicks introduced himself to Council as one of the four response shift Sergeants.
Members were advised that a new computer system is in operation since the 1st March 2007, teething problems are experiencing teething problems, hopefully the public will see the effects in time.  The Force is now split into two sections: 

Response Unit


Neighbourhood Policing Unit – responsible for an area, looking at long term solutions to specific problems.    
Parking Town Centre

Cllr Fenney stated that over the months he had reported several times cars parking illegally and on the crossings in Commercial Street causing congestion, particularly takeaway delivery cars.  He has even provided car numbers to police officers; however the problem is continuing.

Problems of parking at the Town Hall and around the roadworks were also reported.  Officers are asked to stop and approach drivers.
Cllr Beedle reported that at the last East Ward PACT meeting Officers had stated that warnings had been given and fines would be issued;  however, the problem is on-going.
Parking – Oakwood Drive, Maesteg  

Cllr Fenney reported that cars are parking opposite the Cosi factory near the junction, preventing lorries turning onto and from the flyover.
Parking – Coed Parc Court junction
Cllr Gould reported that vans and cars are parking at the above junction with Bethania Street blocking the vision splay for motorists who are having to drive on the wrong side of the road creating a danger.
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Parking – Castle Street, Maesteg 

Cllr Jenkins raised the problem, previously reported, of cars parking on the pavements in Castle Street, which prevents access for pedestrians and causes damage to surface materials.  Officers have been seen passing these vehicles.  It was asked if Officers could stop when not on urgent business to try to prevent this practice.  

Sgt Dicks will speak to Sgt Lloyd asking that these items be prioritised by the local teams.  Members were advised that traffic wardens were in town during the day. It was stated that parking problems had been brought up at the PACT meetings and action promised; however nothing seemed to have been done.  Traffic Wardens are also required during evenings.  Officers will be asked to stop at these sights if not responding to emergency calls.  Members asked that parking offenders now be issued with tickets.
Garth Welfare Park
Cllr Edwards reported that vandalism problems are escalating at the above recently due to the weather, and additional police presence is required, particularly with the new all weather play area nearing completion.  Members of the public have worked hard to achieve this facility and it must be protected.  Last year Community Officers attending the park did make a difference with the underage drinking and drug misuse.

This matter will be passed to the Community Team for action.

Cllr Edwards also asked the Sergeant to relay thanks for the efforts made recently tackling drug related crime, and for the arrests made.
Maesteg Welfare Park
Cllr Jenkins reported incidents of vandalism at the Play area, the Skateboard Park and at the Bowls Green, and asked for additional patrols at MWP.

This matter will be passed to the Community Team for action.

The Mayor thanked Sgt Dicks for his attendance.

PUBLIC CONVENIENCES

1.  Letter received from the Architectural & Technical Services Section, BCBC, confirming that the condition of the toilets at the car park prior to demolition was not the result of lack of maintenance, but due to repeated acts of vandalism and a significant amount of money was spent carrying out repairs.

With regard to the allocation of funding for replacement toilets, there is no spare capacity within the Council’s capital programme for either 2007/8 or 2008/9.  Thereafter future capital programmes will be driven by Council corporate priorities.  It is considered that the provision of replacement public toilets within the vicinity of the Llynfi Road car park would not be views as a corporate priority.

2.  Letter also received from Janice Gregory AM, enclosing letter from Sue Essex, WAG Minister for Finance, Local Government and Public Services reiterating that it is for individual authorities to determine the requirements and priorities of their within available resources. However, the Assembly recognises that the lack of public conveniences can have a significant impact on members of the public, particularly the elderly.  Although the Strategy for Older People in Wales does not specifically mention public toilets, it promotes the principles of independence, dignity and social inclusion.  It is 
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therefore appropriate for BCBC to address the issue of access to public toilets through their local implementation for their Strategy for Older People.  
The Minister would encourage BCBC to join Maesteg Town Council in securing appropriate provision; however, has no power to compel it to do so.
During a discussion comments contained in letter 1 were disputed, and questions raised on how much money had been spent on the maintenance of the facility, which Members insist was used continually until the area of land was sold.   Members discussed the possibility of seeking support to its campaign to replace these toilets, and it was

MAESTEG LIBRARY & BCBC INFORMATION POINT

Letter received from the BCB Group Manager, Bridgend Library & Information Services outlining the plans for the provision of library and information services in the Llynfi Valley. 

The current library offers less than a third of the floor space required by the Welsh Public Library Standards and needs minor alterations to 
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make it accessible to all users.  The existing site is constrained which prevents extending the building; however it is being upgraded to include disabled access improvements and internal refurbishment with new book stock.

Whilst the refurbishment will enhance the current facility, it will not address the issue of lack of floor space.  BCBC are investigating the feasibility of making use of redundant space at the Maesteg Sports Centre, which would allow the development of a Life Long Learning Centre.   BCBC have capital funds of £202k out of 2007/8 budget available, which is insufficient to finance the work, a bid for £100k has been submitted to CyMAL, the result of which is expected by the end of this financial year, which will allow a final decision being taken on the extent of the scheme.  

It is believed that this positive way forward will benefit users throughout the Llynfi Valley, which it is hoped will increase in library and sports facilities, and encourage younger users to library for studying.  Council will be updated in due course.

During a discussion whilst Members welcome the proposed expansion in services to the local community, strong opposition was voiced to the physical move out of the Town centre which is seen as a retrograde step.  Council fear that the library facilities planned at the Sports Centre will be inconvenient for people and will discourage the public from visiting the library service, particularly the young and elderly, and strongly feel that alternative provision should be made within the Town centre.  Members also feel that a split site library service will make studying more difficult. 

Council therefore fear that any reduction in use of library services over the split sites, could lead to possible closure or to moving the whole service out of the Town centre by BCBC which would be strongly opposed.   

Members are also concerned that the reduction in space at the Sports Centre will lead to a lack of provision in service and loss of expansion potential for sporting facilities. 
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Questions were raised on the reasons given why the library cannot be extended at the present site, i.e. drainage and flood plain. Discussion took place on the previous suggestion that the library and day centre be combined to provide the service.   It was stated that the acquisition of  alternative buildings within the Town centre had been investigated; however none had proved suitable.  

RESOLVED:  That BCBC be informed of the Council’s view, as above, and be advised of the strength of opposition to the proposals.

GRANT FUNDING

· Letter received from the Heritage Lottery Fund advising that the Council’s application has been denied as the project to improve access and meet health & safety requirements is not considered a priority as a stand alone project.  Full details available for inspection.

Members noted the above with disappointment, and decided to await the outcome of further grant applications.

The Property Manager confirms that BCBC are prepared to consider the suggestion that a pedestrian gate be granted, providing the Town Council submit an application, which includes dimensions, and that it is erected at the Town Council cost.

· Letter also presented from Messrs Ferrier, Hart & Thomas advising applications for planning permission, listed building consent and building regulations approval has been submitted to BCBC.  Plans have been brought up this standard, in readiness for preparation of contract drawings viz. specifications and schedule of Work prior to inviting competitive tenders for the works, the results of which may be required within grant applications.  Invoice was enclosed for work to date in the sum of £5701.70, which will form part of the contract fees when this project is tendered.

SAFE ROUTE TO SCHOOLS

During a discussion on the above reference was once again made to the dangerous pedestrian approach to the new Comprehensive School being developed on the former Washery Site in Maesteg.  This matter was initially raised several years ago, when correspondence passed between the Council, BCB and the WAG. 

Members stated that the only ‘safe route to school’ planned is within the school boundary site.  The approach from both Castle Street and Bridgend Road is extremely dangerous and has only been considered with the provision of a controlled crossing at the Crown Row junction.  No consideration has been given to the access to this proposed crossing, ie. beneath the railway bridge which is totally inadequate for pedestrians, as the road and pavement narrows allowing only single file access.  A safe tunnel walkway under the bridge was previously suggested and refused at this site when the idea of establishing the school was first considered.   This school will be operative in 18 months time and a safe route must be in place.  Reference was made to the WAG’s Road Safety & Sustainable Travel Unit statement in 2004 that such schemes should be included within the plans for new School.

Members fear that under BCBC’s new school transport policy more children will not qualify for free transport, resulting in an increase in children walking and being driven to school thereby exacerbating the danger to pedestrians.  

Additional traffic will have a detrimental effect on the safety in surrounding streets, eg. Harvey Street, which will be used as a rat-run to avoid the traffic lights etc.  

Members also raised concerns on the lack of a safe route to all existing schools in the Valley, including the proposed new Welsh Medium School in Llangynwyd, to which pupils will travel from all directions of the Borough on an already busy road.  It was
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RESOLVED:   to seek support for the Council’s request, from the local MP, AM and WAG, for an extended safe route to new the Maesteg Comprehensive School, along Bridgend Road.

ARRIVA TRAIN SERVICE

Members were advised that the Swansea to Cardiff line would be closed from Friday, 7th April to 10th April 2007 due to the commissioning of the new signalling system.  Notices had been displayed advising passengers that a coach service would be available from Maesteg on the Friday; however, there was no mention that there would be no trains running on Easter Saturday and Easter Monday.   Passengers would therefore be expecting a train service on these days.
RESOLVED: That Arriva be advised immediately of this information and asked to ensure that appropriate notices be displayed as a matter of urgency.
It was reported that there was serious overcrowding on the  17.21 Cardiff to Maesteg service;  concerns were expressed, particularly with regard to the safety of passengers. It was felt that either an extra carriage should be made available or the number of passengers travelling on this service be limited.  It was also expressed that the platform on this line should be extended to ensure the safety of passengers.
RESOLVED: That Bridgend County Borough Council be advised of the above concerns and requested to take the matter up with SEWTA.
