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2006 ARRANGEMENTS


1.  Display
The Clerk confirmed that the Council’s approved contractor is due to commence work in the Town Centre.  Ten additional wall mounted trees have been ordered in Talbot Street, with permission granted by the property owners.  The tree adjacent to the Town Hall will be dressed and lit within the Scheme, as well as the tree in St David’s Church grounds.
Donation request letters have been issued and responses are being received, particularly from smaller organisations and companies. 

2. Parade and Switch-on

· The Switch-on is due at 4.30pm, with the Parade leaving Cosi/Oakwood Drive at approximately 3.45pm. 
· The local Police agreed to make the necessary arrangements to provide additional cover.   
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· It has been arranged to borrow crowd barriers for around the Town Hall to prevent accidents at that site.  The Round Table also asked if staging could be sought for that area.
· Messrs Bowen & Thomas Funeral Care have agreed to provide the limousine transporting the Mayor and winner of the poster competition within the Parade.

· The Ladies Circle confirmed that they wish to hold the Grotto in the Council Offices after the Parade as in previous years.

· It was agreed that Bridge FM be contacted advertising the activities and request that they possibly attend on the day.

3. Llynfi Valley Council of Churches – Nativity Crib

The Committee were advised that there will be no Nativity Crib this year;  however the LVCC have purchased a Bethlehem Star which will be placed on the front of the Council Offices building by the Council’s contractor, and a Blessing will take place on 2nd December 2006 at 10.30am.

It was agreed that investigations be made in line with suggestions detailed in Minute 132, to make alternative arrangements for a Crib in time for 2007.  It was also agreed that efforts will be made with BCBC, to provide anchor bolts in the pavement area outside the Council Offices within the regeneration of Talbot Street. 
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FUND RAISING
The Clerk advised the Committee that a proposal been received from R Lewis, J Algar and P Walsh expressing interest in organising a concert of local bands, to be held at the Town Hall with all proceeds going into the Council’s Christmas Street Lighting Fund.
The Council were asked to cover the cost of the hire of the Town Hall at £260+vat.  All equipment etc required will be provided by the individual bands.  

Consultations had taken place with the Mayor, Deputy Mayor and immediate Past Mayor who had agreed to sponsor the event in the stated sum, as such an event would encourage young people to 
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contribute to this community project and raise awareness of the Scheme.   The Hall has been provisionally booked for this event to take place on Friday, 1st December 2006.  Confirmation of the action was required.  The Committee thought this was a good idea, and if successful could become an annual event.

It was agreed to Recommend to Council that the action taken be confirmed, and that office assistance be provided to produce the Posters and tickets.  Thanks to the organisers for their efforts.
