The Clerk read a letter from Messrs Ferrier, Hart & Thomas enclosing:
1. Sketch scheme drawings showing the suggested re-arrangement of floor layouts to satisfy the disabled access requirements
2. Budget estimates for the works required to satisfy disabled access and issues of Health & Safety.

Investigations are underway with the WAG local Member to fund the works, suggesting a meeting on site to discuss proposals.

The Council are asked to scrutinize the proposals, and advise of approval or necessary re-arrangement.

The invoice for survey work undertaken to date was also enclosed, in the total sum of £2495.93.

Members were supplied with a copy of the estimate for the interior refurbishment of the building, which is confidential at present.  Following scrutinisation and discussion it was decided to Recommend to Council that the Disabled Access, in the form of a lift from the basement floor area, be given priority and action be now taken to seek grant funding for this provision.
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Several sources of funding were suggested:

Heritage Lottery, Townscape Heritage, WAG etc which it was agreed to investigate.  The Committee was also advised that CAB may be eligible for grant funding if a 10 year lease were provided to them.  No objection was posed to a long term lease, in the first instance, the Clerk was asked to pursue this possibility and investigate this matter.  

Members perused the draft plans, outlining the lift installation proposals, together with interior alterations which were noted at this stage pending available funds.
It was decided to Recommend to Council that the invoice detailed above be paid in full.

The Committee were advised that the success of the proposal, due to access to the suggested lift installation site, would be dependent on BCBC’s agreement to allow right of passage over the land surrounding the building.  It was decided to Recommend to Council that this request be forwarded to BCBC. 
Reference was made to the incomplete works within the exterior refurbishment which now require urgent attention.

The Clerk reported that both the Contractor and the Surveyor had met on site and a list of the retention works provided.  It was confirmed that the Surveyor is in constant contact with the contractor to complete this work.  It was decided to Recommend to Council that a letter be sent to the Contractor, via the Surveyor, advising that the delays are now unacceptable and that the work must be completed as soon as possible or the Council may be forced to employ alternative contractors with relayed charges to the Company.
