LLYNFI VALLEY CHILDREN’S AWARD
The Mayor welcomed Cllr James to the meeting, and an outline of the proposal was given, explaining that the Llynfi Valley Children’s Award was a suggestion put forward to enable a progression in the current Award System to include eight-eleven year olds.  At present the BCBC Mayor’s Award exists for 11-14’s, with the Duke of Edinburgh Award covers up to 25 year olds.  
The Committee had been circulated with a draft version of the proposed award information sheet and application form which Members studied;  available for inspection.
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During a discussion Members raised the following issues:

· Insurance – which it is envisaged would be covered by the nominating group, eg Children’s Choir, Youth Club
· Parental permission and support from nominating Group

· Child Protection, it is envisaged that this should also be the responsibility of the nominating Group

· Costs – it was suggested that sponsorship could be sought, and it was decided that this be investigated at the appropriate time

· The proposed registration fee of £1, it was suggested that this could be retained by the nominating Group

It was decided to Recommend to Council that full support be given to the Award Scheme in principle. 

Cllr James agreed to report to his Council, which is likely to look favourably on the Scheme.

However, it was also agreed that in the first instance, all relevant Groups, Schools, etc. be invited to a meeting with the Committee on 12th September 2006 in order to ascertain their interest to take this Scheme forward.
