CAR PARK – SILOH CHAPEL

The Clerk read a letter from the BCBC Planning Department regarding the above, stating that the role of the planning function is to ensure that adequate parking is provided.  In this instance the car parking was provided.  The Department does not have the powers to make residents use the facility, whilst accepting its use would reduce congestion.  If the Authority were able to reasonably prevent other activities in a garage, it is still unable to make residents use the spaces provided.  
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The comments were noted. However, it was stated that where the planning authority insist that car parking is provided within a development, it should do as much as possible to ensure that it is maintained for that purpose, and that if any other use is required by the developer a further application should be required.

It was decided to Recommend to Council that a further letter be sent to the Planning Department stating the above.
