Letter read from resident of Cavan Row regarding the above planning application, whilst welcoming such a prestigious development, raising objections on the access proposals from Castle Street/Cavan Row/Talbot Terrace/MacGregor Row, for both normal motorists as well as heavy construction and delivery vehicles.  Concerns were raised on the additional traffic causing a hazard as well as congestion through the town centre and creating problems to the residents of the above, who have not all been notified of the development.  The number of parking spaces within the proposal are considered to be 
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inadequate to service the store, the Maesteg RFC and the Sports Centre.    
During a discussion when Members studied the planning proposal, Members agreed with many of the sentiments detailed above.  Complaints had also been received regarding the access of construction vehicles to the site from the Albert Terrace area, as these narrow streets are not suitable for such heavy vehicles.  It was decided to Recommend to Council that the following observations be submitted to BCBC:

(1) Members are disappointed that there has been no provision for a second access point to the Foodstore from the west side of the Town.

(2) Traffic lights are being used at the access point on the East side of the Town instead of a “roundabout” which Members feel would be a more appropriate traffic management system to avoid congestion. 

(3) Concerns on initial access to the site of heavy machinery through residential areas (Albert Terrace/Court Street etc) where roads are not designed for this type of traffic.

(4) Copy of letter from resident of Cavan Row be sent to Planning Department BCBC.
