MAESTEG RIGHTS OF WAY NETWORK

It was confirmed that all previous work passed to the contractor had been completed.

The Clerk stated that the 2007/8 agency funding is now becoming available, and asked for details of any maintenance that is currently required to enable the network to remain open, to encourage walkers in the spring and summer months.

Footpath 52

The section of this path which leads between the bungalows in Vicarage Terrace needs cutting back.
Footpath 63

The section of this path leading from Blosse Street to the Nantyffyllon RFC ground is overgrown.
Footpath 34/36

The style at the junction of the above requires repair and overgrowth cutting back around it.

It was decided to Recommend to Council that the above be passed to the contractor.
Footpath 48

A progress report was asked for on the replacement of a bridge on this footpath.  Members were advised that some work has been undertaken.  The Clerk was asked to make enquires with Mr Roberts of Sychpant Farm, whose design has been approved by the Highway Authority, in an attempt to have the bridge completed as soon as possible.

Footpaths from Ffos Farm through to the Darren Valley

The Clerk was asked to make request for an update on the above from BCBC.  Notices had been posted, this path is now classified as a byeway – open to all traffic, a public enquiry may be required.  

Cwmducanol Farm – Footpath 32

It was reported that the gate on Cwmdu Road is still locked, preventing access to the above footpath.  A replacement metal sign is   required at the above gate.  
It was reiterated that the unofficial diversion is currently the liability of the landowner, concern was expressed that as the unofficial diversion route is waymarked the public may consider that it is the official line of the footpath.  It was reported that the surface of the path is unstable and impassable in some places.  
The Clerk was asked to urge BCBC to make progress on this matter.
Footpaths 27, 57 & 57A
Temporary Closures Order 2006 of above

Public Notices and plan received in respect of an extension of the above temporary closure orders to facilitate the Maesteg Comprehensive School.  The Order is now to run until October 2007.

Removal of Alleged Obstruction

The Clerk advised that copies of the above forms have been received

from BCBC.  Guidance Notes are also available.
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Llynfi Valley Walks

The Clerk advised that correspondence had been received regarding the design of the suggested logo, which had been accepted by the 
BCBC Design Team and confirmation of approval in writing was required.  

This had been undertaken.  It was decided to Recommend to Council that the action taken be confirmed, and that BCBC be asked for progress on the new discs.   
The Committee were advised that Maps etc prepared by Mr Meredith plotting the proposed Walks, had been submitted to BCBC as requested for inclusion within their Bid for funding.

This information was noted.

It was also stated that links would be included within the Council’s website providing information on the rights of way network.
The Clerk asked that any maintenance requirement noticed, be reported to the office for passing to the Council’s contractor for action.
