MAESTEG TOWN COUNCIL WEBSITE

Members were presented with a draft outline of a Website for the Council designed by Cllr J Williams.  The site included information on the Council, its Coat of Arms and its Members, Maesteg in general, etc.  Members were advised that Minutes and other relevant information could be easily included to update the site.

Members were impressed with the format and thanked Cllr Williams for the work presented to date; they asked if the watermark of the coat of arms could be carried throughout the Site, except within the Minutes section where it may make the text unclear.  Discussion took place on the involvement of the Community; e.g.  possible approach to the Llynfi Valley Historical Society for an article on the history of  Maesteg for inclusion.  Information may also be available from the Aberystwyth Historical Library; Members agreed to investigate this matter.  It was also suggested that a location map, local organisation contact lists be included in one of the links.  
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Possible costs involved in the establishment of the Site were discussed.    Cllr Williams stated that he would donate the Website design to the Council and assist in any uploading etc.  It was agreed that an acknowledgement to Cllr Williams’ company JDK Services be included.  It was stated that the Council already have a domain address in the “www”, and therefore there may only be a small connection fee.

3. That the Council agree to pay any costs involved in its inception.
4. That investigations be made into courses available.
