POLICE MATTERS
1.  Crime Figures

The Crime figures for last month were presented to Council:

Arrests have been made resulting in the drop in house burglary figures, the increase in Maesteg East is generally due to seasonal increase in shoplifting and operations are in progress to combat the problem.

Members stated that many shops display their goods near the doors which makes it easier for shoplifters, and asked if shops are given crime prevention advice.  Council were assured that shopkeepers are spoken to and made aware that this practice can encourage theft; 
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however the displays are strategically placed as a marketing ploy and losses are often set against profit on increased sales.

Caerau Square

The PCSO’s are aware of the issue of parking, have moved vehicles on and spoken to the motorists;  following this verbal warning tickets will be issued.

Town Centre – street footlights

CCTV footage has been inspected and proved negative in this incident, the crime is undetected.

Disabled Parking Bays in Commercial Street

This matter will be followed up and a further report given at the next meeting.
(iv)
One Way System in Talbot Street

It was reported that contractors are still driving their vehicles, dumper trucks etc, the wrong way up Talbot Street, and it is feared that this may encourage motorists to do the same thing.

The PC advised that Officers have spoken to the contractors and given warnings; the Chair agreed to speak to the BCBC Regeneration Officer on this matter.

(v)
Underage drinking – Caerau Square

It was reported that this is still happening, and concerns were expressed at the close proximity to the Caerau Police Station.

The Officer advised that youths have always congregated near Wendall’s which creates youth annoyance and disturbance.  PCSO’S have spoken to the youths and issued approximately 10 ASBO’s.  On the Square and outside Noddfa Youth Centre are the two main areas that cause concern in Caerau.

It was stated that the Council’s delegates will bring this matter up at the Caerau Communities First meeting with the Detached Worker.

Taxis – Somerfield Car Park

The Officer was asked if any action had been taken in the above, regarding taxis parking on the entrance to the car park and not using the designated bays.

Members were advised that this is a private car park where officers have no jurisdiction but the owners will be spoken to.
It was stated that customers using the store expect taxis to stop outside the store to load their shopping and taxis do not wait in the area long.
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(vii)  Parking on pavements in Commercial Street

It was reported that cars are still parking on the pavement in the Town centre, and recently police cars – where Officers should be setting an example - were seen parking on the pavements.

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be possible, as the event costs in the region of £1.7 million to stage.  The Council area asked to consider a financial donation to the 2008 Festival.

4.  BRIDGEND YOUTH SERVICE

It was stated that this document had been studied by the Mayor and Past Mayor, who had recommended that the Document be supported, as many of the proposals are already in practice by the Service and it merely regularises the actions.  It was stated that perhaps this was an opportunity to include the Air Ambulance, often used for rescue purposes, within the Service thereby guaranteeing funding.
RESOLVED:  That the WAG be asked to include the Air Ambulance within Fire & Rescue funding strategy.

BOWLING GREEN – MAESTEG WELFARE PARK
Members were advised that members of the Maesteg Bowling Club, one of the oldest in the Valley, that during the 2007 summer season, several games had to be cancelled due to green being unplayable.  The Club state that promised drainage work on the green was not undertaken by BCBC and fear that unless the green is not ‘drilled’ and filled with sand to allow it to drain properly, it will remain unplayable next season.  This could prevent the Club from fulfilling the 2008 fixture list, forcing it to disband.  

Reference was also made to the condition of the pavilion and the lack of facilities at the Welfare Park.
During a discussion it was stated that the Education & Leisure Directorate’s budget has been cut, and funds are being concentrated on education.  It was also stated that grants may be available to the Club through the Sports Council for Wales.

RESOLVED: 

1.   That an Officer from the Parks Department attend at a future meeting of the Council to fully discuss this matter, together with the dilapidated condition of the pavilion and lack of facilities available at Maesteg Welfare Park.
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2.  That the Club be advised to approach the Sports Council of Wales for information on grant funding.
