BREWER’S SITE PROJECT

Letter received from A Singleton, Project Officer, regarding the above, advising that following consultation BCBC have split the reclamation of the site into 2 phases:
1.  Ground works and making safe contamination, designed to meet requirements of Environmental Agency and Highways safety, including

· To remove tarmac and reinforced concrete, brambles, weeds and other waste material from site.

· To cap off area with asbestos with a layer of concrete and soil above.

· To create a new road junction off Caerau Road, and to resurface the road leading to the former Caerau Colliery, (stopping the water running off Caerau/Blaencaerau Road down the side of 84 Caerau Road, Caerau.
· Costed at £90,000.
2.  To implement the Multi Use Games Area and complete landscaping, including:

· To create pavements connecting MUGA to the existing paving on Caerau Road

· To lay a top layer (or wearing course) on the new access road).

· To plant trees and other foliage.

· To erect floodlighting.
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Costed at £250,000 – dependant on application with the Big Lottery Fund, hopefully get decision in April 2008.  The application is strong and backed by MP, Blaencaerau School, Noddfa and Communities First.

Funding for Phase 1 is available/pledged.  

Maesteg Town Council’s £10,000;  Safer Bridgend £10,000;  WAG Local Environmental Quality Fund £50,000; and BCBC £20,000.

£35,000 is to be spent in this financial year, for a proposed February/March 2008 start date with completion in spring/early summer.

The Council are asked if it is happy with its contribution being spent on Phase 1, before final designs are drawn and tenders are sought.

It was reported that the Bus shelter at the top of Blaencaerau Road has been repaired and the area of waste land will be cleared by BCBC’s Property Department, therefore progress is being made on the project.
Following a discussion on the Council’s pledged contribution to the regeneration of the Brewer’s site Project it was

MAESTEG BOWLING GREEN

MAESTEG WELFARE PARK

Letter received from the BCBC Parks & Playing Fields Group Manager, with a copy letter sent to the Secretary of the Maesteg Welfare Bowling Club, a copy was circulated to Members.

The concerns relayed to BCBC are currently being assessed, however wet playing surfaces were a common theme last summer throughout 
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South Wales with bowling greens no exception.  The suggestion made to change the ditch fill may be a course of action for consideration but 
the underlying cause of the problem needs to be investigated.  The age of the green and the depth of the root zone, which is now well above the original construction level through many years of top dressing together with subsidence at the site are possibly contributory factors to the drainage not functioning properly.  The only cure is major reconstruction of the green, which due to prohibitive costs is not likely to take place.  Other options will be investigated which require less extensive surface drainage works.   A site meeting with the Club was offered.

During a discussion reference was made to the long term neglect and subsequent deterioration of the pavilion at Maesteg Welfare Park, which is in very poor condition, making it difficult for the Club to provide the hospitality after games which is expected.  Other public services have been lost in the Town due to lack of maintenance, with sites being allowed to become unusable and unfit for purpose;   once lost these amenities are very difficult to get back.     It was stated that members of the public and Clubs pay BCBC for the use of the pavilion and should therefore be provided with adequate facilities.  It was

RESOLVED:  That a further letter be sent to BCBC requesting an Officer to attend a meeting of the Council to discuss the issues.

PUBLIC CONVENIENCES

A recent review confirmed that some facilities are of a high standard, others in a poor condition.
Following the review the Council considered demolishing facilities identified as surplus to requirements, and carrying out improvements to key facilities; however consultation revealed that this was not acceptable to Members or Town and Community Councils.

BCBC Officers are currently undertaking base budget reviews, and with the financial constraints Members will be asked to prioritise statutory service provision.  It has been agreed that consultation with Members of Town and Community Councils should take place regarding the development of partnership arrangements for the future provision and maintenance of existing public conveniences within the County Borough.

The Council’s comments are invited on this matter by 29th January 2008.

Following a discussion when it was stated that the Council’s views on the provision of public conveniences are well documented, and Members’ agreement that the Council’s delegate should take this information to the Forum Meeting.  
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Members reiterated the view that this provision should be made a Statutory Duty which can only be done through Parliament.  The cost of demolition of the urinals was raised and it was felt that this could be better spent.  It was stated that this matter will be discussed more generally at the Forum covering Bridgend County Borough area, planned for the end of January 2008; however, Members felt that Maesteg is a larger town with 20,000 inhabitants and therefore deserves adequate public facilities and that the problem is not relevant to all community council areas.
RESOLVED:  That following the Forum meeting, the Council invite the relevant Cabinet Member with an Officer to attend a future meeting of the Council to fully discuss the problems in Maesteg.

This proposal would have little impact to local residents as there is currently a one way restriction in place.  The minimum work required would involve a bollard being placed in the road, and signage.

During a discussion Members noted, and were pleased with the above information, and saw this as a start to a safe route to the new school.  Once this order is in place and bollards installed under the bridge with a direct path to the School, a formal application for a Safe Route to School grant could be applied for by the Education Authority once the school is up and running, to complete the development. It was

NO 30 BUS SERVICE

Letter received from Cllr Jenkins requesting the Council’s support in trying, along with other parties, to reinstate the above service which covered Llangynwyd village and Pen y Fai.  This service was withdrawn on 6th January 2008 but due to public pressure BCBC and WAG are trying to establish an alternative service.
The Clerk had been advised that BCBC have been successful in securing an agreement with Violia Transport (Bebb Travel) to extend the No 37 service that currently operates to Maesteg Park Estate.  There will be a service between Maesteg and Llangynwyd commencing on 14th January 2008.   First Cymru were unable to tie in a service to Llangynwyd with any other services, and required a subsidy of 1 bus and 1 man per day at a cost of £1000 per week, which BCBC are in no position to enter into an agreement of this nature.

Members were pleased to learn that a limited service will be available to the residents of Llangynwyd.  It was stated that First Cymru should have informed BCBC of its decision to remove this service earlier, allowing the local authority time to discuss the matter before withdrawal.   Members felt that an extended notice period should be included in the contracts.  It was
RESOLVED:  That a strong letter be sent to First Cymru relaying the Council’s view. 
307
MAILBOX – GROVE STREET, NANTYFFYLLON

Letter received from a resident of Grove Street, Nantyffyllon requesting the Council’s support to move the mail container situated outside 21a Grove Street which is causing a nuisance.  It is claimed that the container obstructs the traffic splay at the junction with High 
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Street, and alternative site is suggested by the Nant in Garnwen Terrace.   There is currently no street sign in Grove Street.

PEDESTRIANS CROSSING FACILITY

COMMERCIAL STREET/TALBOT STREET JUNCTION

A response letter received from the BCBC Transportation Section regarding the above, copy circulated to Members, confirming that as a result of previous representations received the Traffic Signals Engineer has confirmed that the signals are operating correctly for both pedestrians and vehicle phases.   Provided pedestrians start to cross only when the green man is showing, adequate time is allowed to cross each leg of the junction.

The Officer was sorry to learn of the recent accident where an elderly lady was injured; however following an investigation with the South Wales Police Traffic Management of the Police database this accident was not included.  Only two slight accidents in January 2002 and June 2007 were recorded.  Therefore whilst regrettable, in view of the low number of accidents crossing manoeuvres are not considered to be a significant cause for concern.  Records are regularly updated and assessed to identify road safety problems.  
Members could not understand how no record of the accident was found, as due to its seriousness the traffic in the town centre was held up for a period of time with police presence at the scene.  Members agreed that the time allowed at this junction is unreasonable, and does not allow sufficient time to cross, particularly the elderly and infirm.  It was
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RESOLVED:  That a further letter be sent to BCBC asking why is it so difficult to extend the crossing time at this junction.
