POLICE MATTERS

1.  Police Report
St Lloyd presented the crime figures for April, which are similar to last month:

Thefts of vehicles and dwelling burglaries are up and causing problems at the moment.

Two people were shot at in the Town centre recently; no serious injuries sustained, a person has been arrested, charged and appeared in court today.

Parking issues have been taken on board. The Inspector has attended a meeting in Bridgend to discuss these problems and hopes to achieve a traffic warden back in the Town.  When the one-way system will be temporarily introduced in Talbot Street during the regeneration project, an additional TW will be applied for.
2.  Maesteg Welfare Park

Cllr Teesdale reported that matters were getting worse at the above park, and asked for officers to target the area.  Parents should be worried about the safety of the children using the facility, bottles are being thrown from the side of the arena.  
Attendants can’t cope with the abuse and threats being received.   It was stated that the bottom gate should be locked.
The Sgt. stated that Officers will patrol the area and staff should be issued with mobile phone to enable them to make emergency calls to police.

Members are annoyed that this anti-social behaviour and vandalism is threatening the future of the parks in the Valley, into which the Council have invested time, effort and public finance to establish and refurbish for the benefit of the community.  These facilities cannot be allowed to be destroyed by a minority.
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3.  Underage Drinking

Cllr Edwards asked it any progress had been made regarding the ease with which youths are accessing alcohol.  This problem is related to the above report, creating problems at the MWP and GWP.
Sgt Lloyd confirmed that operations in conjunction with Trading Standards are undertaken, with youths test purchasing; under this operation only one premises in Maesteg had sold alcohol to a youth.  
As previously stated older persons are buying alcoholic drinks for youths, often for a portion of the alcohol bought.  This is an offence, and fixed penalties can be issued and it is also an offence to sell alcohol to an already intoxicated person.  These matters will be investigated.
4.  Telephone system

Cllr Jenkins asked if Members could be given a direct line telephone number for Maesteg Police Station.
An incident which had occurred to the train from Bridgend to Maesteg, when youths had thrown bricks at the train in Llangynwyd, had to be reported by the driver at Tondu once he arrived at Maesteg Station, as when the 655555 number had been used no local officers were available and the caller was advised to ring 999.  

It was felt that if contact had been with a local Officer, the youths could have been apprehended.
Members were advised that during evenings and weekends no clerk was available at the Station to answer the phone, and therefore it would not benefit Members to have the direct line number.  
The new telephone system is still not operating correctly, calls will be graded according to priority with designated response times for the different categories.  It is likely that a new number will be introduced which will have a slightly higher priority.
5.  Parking Issues

a.  Town Centre

Cllr Fenney asked for additional traffic warden patrols at night when the illegal parking is occurring. 
b.  Caerau Square

Cllr Simmons advised that Taxi companies in Caerau are parking on the Square, creating a danger to motorists and pedestrians.  It is also 
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rumoured that a taxi office is moving to a domestic dwelling on the Square from its present location, which will make the problem worse.

c.  Oakwood Drive, Maesteg

Letter read from resident of Oakwood Drive expressing his concerns regarding the parking of lorries etc. at this site, and on the pavements of the hill approaching the railway station.  These lorries are preventing pedestrian access and also making access to the factory site difficult.  Drivers use the area as a car park for the café and builders merchant yard, and the Council were asked to consider some form of preventative measure, eg barriers, to prevent vehicles parking on the pavements.
RESOLVED:  That a copy of the letter be provided to the Sgt. for police action, and one sent to BCBC for their consideration as Highway Authority.
6.  Caerau Community Policing

Cllr Smith stated that the PCSO’s in Caerau have been warmly welcomed, maintaining a high presence and were keen and approachable.
7.  Police follow-up on crimes committed

Cllr Norton asked for the procedure on up-dating victims of crime eg. burglaries, car theft etc.  
Sgt Lloyd advised that when enquiries are complete, information is passed to the victims, or they are informed that there are no further lines of enquiry.

8.  Cycling on Pavements
Cllr Fenney asked for Officers to take action on people cycling on pavements which creates a danger for pedestrians.
The Mayor thanked Sgt Lloyd for his attendance.

1.  WALES AIR AMBULANCE CHARITABLE TRUST

Letter received from the Chief Executive of the above, advising that the Trust has been established for six years.    The Service has grown during that time from one air ambulance based in Swansea to three air ambulances operating from Swansea, Caernarfon and Welshpool.  Due to spiralling fuel costs and increased flying hours the Charity need to raise £2.7 million a year.  

The Swansea and Caernarfon helicopter service have been upgraded to provide extra room for paramedics (details provided), and due to tremendous support from the local community in Mid Wales a new helicopter has been acquired.  Two trailers have also been purchased sponsored by businesses, which used in a road show exhibiting throughout Wales.  

A ‘Lifesaving Lottery’ has been launched which is a resounding success with over 21,000 members.  Charity Shops have been opened in various towns.  A recycling scheme has also been launched for mobile phones and printer cartridges.

The Council’s previous support is appreciated and Members are asked to consider financial assistance once again this year.

BYELAW TO PREVENT DRINKING ALCOHOL
IN PUBLIC PLACES
Members were reminded of the problems being experienced at the Town’s main parks, constantly being raised with police.  It was stated that these play areas have benefited from heavy local investment over recent years to update and retain them, and the Council worked hard in partnership to achieve a skatepark at Maesteg Welfare Park which is suffering abuse.  These areas are becoming ‘no go areas’ for many people, not wishing to use the facilities because of the drinking, drug abuse, abusive behaviour and broken bottles on paths etc.  

It was stated that a neighbouring authority has a byelaw in place, to prevent anti-social behaviour, with fixed penalties issued by the littering/dog fouling staff.  These fines do have an impact on this type of behaviour.

Members fully supported the suggestion, and it was

RESOLVED:  That BCBC be asked to consider introducing a Byelaw to prevent drinking in BCBC owned public places, ie all parks/play areas, bus station etc., within the Maesteg area.
