During a discussion Members agreed that decoration of the outdoor 

market area would enhance the Town Centre display and it was

agreed to Recommend to Council that it fund 50% of the above

stated cost in partnership with Property Section, BCBC.

NATIVITY CRIB

A letter from Major Church as Chair of LVCC was read asking the 

Council to consider the erection of a star on the Council Offices as 

part of the Christmas Display and the placing of a permanent display 

box on the wall of the Council Offices for the Nativity Scene.

The Clerk had sought advice form the BCBC Conservation Officer, 

due to the listed status of the building and the adjacent wing walls and 

its recent refurbishment and reported that:

· Planning permission would be required if in situ for more than 28 days, and concern was expressed regarding the fixings, and possible damage to the masonry.

· The Officer recommended that a freestanding crib would be more advisable, which could be fixed to the pavement with Highway approval.  This would need to be applied for.

Following a discussion it was agreed that the Officer’s advice regarding the Crib be followed.  It was also agreed to Recommend to Council that the fixing of the Star be included within the Council’s schedule.
