AGENCY WORK UNDERTAKEN

The Clerk reported on maintenance work that had been passed to the Council’s contractor for his action.  An invoice had been received, work had been checked as satisfactorily completed and the Clerk was instructed to pay the invoice.  

OLD PARISH ROAD – SYCHPANT VALLEY

Reference was made to the clearance required and surfacing on this road,

KS Hunt to make enquiries on this matter.

FOOTPATH 48 – FOOTBRIDGE

Progress report on this work request. The Clerk advised that the last information received was that Mr Roberts was making progress now following his injury which held up the work initially.

Committee advised that no progress was being made on this work.  It was decided to Recommend to Council that the Clerk contact Mr Roberts, whose design and quotation had been accepted by BCBC in an attempt to completed the installation of the Bridge.

WORK REQUIRED
Footpath 3A
This ROW at Evans Tce – Newtown in Caerau is overgrown

It was decided to Recommend to council that this be passed to the contractor.
Lane adj Royal British Legion

Badly overgrown at the top, with weeds from the rear of the BL Club.

Committee advised that this is not an adopted highway. Approaches be made to the BL for action.

NETWORK LOST

Reference was made to the 105 miles of footpath lost on the East side of the valley.  Several reasons stated:


Cwmducanol Farm  -  Dispute and diversion request


Bryndefaid Farm – dispute


Ffos Farm – public enquiry


Washery Reclamation & School.

K S HUNT REPORT
Capital Works Programme – not available

A3 Maps – still awaited from BCBC

Footpath 36 – Diversion request not yet determined – problem with where it will join Footpath 33 where diversion ends , procedures must be followed.  It was stated that in the meantime the landowner must be made aware that at present he will be responsible/liable should an accident occur on the unofficial diversion.  It was agreed that BCBC be asked to write to the landowner on this fact, and due to the length of time taken to determine this application for a diversion, a copy of the original request be submitted to BCBC.  K Hunt to follow up.

Community Riverside Walkway – A draft is now available of this proposed route, which uses the existing footpaths.  Details available on Gareth Kiddy website on behalf of the River Group. 

Community Footpath  Maesteg RFC – A route is now available from the Maesteg RFC to the Masons Hotel open to cycletrack and disabled.
New footpath – Uplands Drive – a new footpath has been placed from Uplands Drive to Heol Ty Gwyn. 

Report Noted.

FOOTPATH 52
The Clerk advised the Committee that a planning application received recently stated that the above may be affected.  The Council had objected to the proposal as there is no possible diversion route for this footpath.  However planning permission had been granted.  

The Committee inspected the application, and were advised by Cllr Hunt that a report submitted with the application from the BCBC Footpaths Officer had stated that the footpath would be unaffected within the proposed development.

It was agreed to Recommend to Council that a copy of the report be requested from the Footpaths Officer, with a copy of the Minutes of the planning meeting, for further discussion at the next meeting of the Rights of Way Sub Committee.  

FOOTPATH 46B

The committee asked if progress had been made on funding for the above, together with development of the King Edward Stone site.  The Clerk will investigate and report at next meeting.
