Cllr Jenkins declared an interest in this item and left the room for consideration of this planning application.
Letter signed by several residents of Brodawel received, requesting the Council’s support to the residents’ objections to the proposal.

Following a long discussion on the above proposals it was decided to Recommend to Council that the Council to OBJECT to the ‘retrospective retention of the revised levels’ included in application for the following reasons:

1.  A blatant disregard of planning regulations was shown by the contractor, working on behalf of BCBC

2.  The level of Plateau Two, which does not benefit from planning permission, is by virtue of its size and scale visibly intrusive, and an invasion on the residential amenities of nearby properties contrary to EV45 and H5 of the Bridgend UDP.

3.  The existing level dominates the area to an unacceptable degree resulting in an extremely miserable outlook for residents of nearby properties contrary to Policy EV45 of the Bridgend UDP.
