· Re-housing of Staff and CAB representatives, maintaining toilet facilities throughout the project.
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Members were reminded of their legal responsibilities with regard to conforming to the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 and compliance with the Disablement Discrimination Act 1995.   
The following points were considered:

· Community use – the need for the Council to provide a facility with beneficial public use
· Grant aid - Mr Ferrier agreed to offer assistance with regard to applying for Grants.
· The use of the lift – suitable for disabled access only, availability by request or prior engagement.  It was agreed that this matter be discussed by Council and an appropriate policy be entered in the Minutes.
· Access to the rear of the building – which BCBC have to provide in compliance with the transfer of sale document.
It was suggested that BCBC be asked for keys for the market gates, was agreed that this matter be included within the above policy discussion.
Members noted the information provided, and welcomed the completion of the project.
