POLICE MATTERS

1.  Crime Figures

Full details of crime figures were given with a full breakdown and comparison for 2007.   

Caerau:  39/50, the lowest remembered by local officers.
Maesteg East:  34/23, increase due to a criminal damage incident on one occasion.
Maesteg West:  33/34.

2.  Police report – matters arising
Off Road motorcycles - Officers are continuing with patrols in Chestnut Grove, residents are coming forward.    

It was reported that Cemetery Road and Turberville Estate is still being used as a rat-run.  An increase in use of quad bikes has also occurred, Officers advised that if these vehicles have number plates then it is legal to use on the highway.  Patrols will continue and Officers will prosecute where necessary.
Maesteg Welfare Park - Patrols are continuing.  Officers have been advised that since alcohol has been confiscated incidents of abuse have reduced.  Officer mobile numbers have been given to the users of the Park to allow direct contact.
Parking Town Centre – Council are advised that 64 tickets were issued in May and 59 in June, with 1 endorsable offence (parking on zig-zag lines).  These included taxi drivers, motorists parking in loading bays etc.  Disabled Badge Holders are also abusing the rules, and persistent offenders will be prosecuted.  Officers stated that  Maesteg is lucky to possess a free car park within close proximity to the Town Centre.
It was reported that buses have been diverting off route due to parking obstructions in the town centre, this was a driver decision and the matter has been reported to First Cymru.  Officers were reminded that 
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there is a 7.5 tonne weight restriction on Bridge Street which is  now back in force, although work has been undertaken to strengthen the bridge.
It is necessary to build a case to have a permanent traffic Warden in Maesteg.  In the Neath & Port Talbot area council employed parking attendants are proving effective.
Members thanked Officer for their vigilance, asking for a continuation in the aggressive policing policy in the town centre.
Violent crime

Members were advised that figures requested are still being researched.
Parking at Primary Schools

This matter has been passed to the community policing teams.

Mobile Camera Unit
Members were advised that the above is used for public order incidents, to identify culprits and assist officers investigations, and not for traffic hazards.  However, the speed camera team are not now reaching their targets, less speeding tickets are being issued indicating that the cans presence is reducing speed in the valley.
3.  Town Centre
Officers were asked about an incident of criminal damage in the town centre recently when several shop windows were broken.  The offender was arrested but reportedly released without charge receiving a police caution, with victims being told to seek compensation through civil action.

This was confirmed, and explained that cost limits on criminal damage are set by the Home Office, and therefore government procedure, with the Custody Sergeant making the final decision.  On this occasion the offender had no previous record damage assessed at below the limit.

4.  Police Telephone system

Members stated that the public are losing faith in the above, due to the difficulty in getting through, and it is possible that people will not even try to report matters.  It is also felt that this is having an undermining effect on the authority of officers.
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Officer reported that specific complaints can be investigated; however he is aware of the pressure on control room and switchboard operators.  It was suggested that a complaint be sent to the Chief Constable.

5.  Drinking in public places
PC Davies asked is progress had been made on the application to introduce a Byelaw to prevent drinking in public places.

Members were advised that this matter has not been forgotten by BCBC, a feasibility study is underway. 

6.  Bridgend Summer Initiative
PC Harwood advised Members of the aims and objectives of this initiative which was designed to support local young offenders in an attempt to achieve their rehabilitation.  The Council were asked to financially support this initiative; decision to be taken under the item Application for Financial Assistance.
The Mayor thanked the Officers for attending.

PUBLIC TOILETS

Letter from MP enclosing a copy letter from B Gibbons AM responding to the Council’s request that the provision of public toilets be made statutory duty for local authorities.

Members are advised that Local Authorities are best place to decide on level of services required in its area, and are responsible to the electorate for the quality and quantity of service provided.  There is no statutory provision to provide this service and no plans to introduce one on local authorities.  
WAG would like to see an increase in the number and quality of public toilet facilities throughout Wales, and encourage local authorities to develop strategies to identify the locations required and delivering standards of accessibility, safety and cleanliness.   This requires an innovative approach looking beyond traditional thinking and encourage partnerships with local communities and businesses, possibly providing financial incentives to local businesses that allow access to its facilities to be members of the public. The Council are also advised that the Sex Discrimination (Amendment of Legislation) Regulations 2008 recently amended the Public Health Act 1936 to allow local authorities to levy charges to use urinals in line with other public lavatories, removing an aspect of gender discrimination.  This could provide a means of upkeep. A working Group consisting of officials from the WAG and 5 local authorities, including BCBC, has been established to consider how this can be best done.  From next year some funds will be available to facilitate this in the form of rates relief or a grant.
During a discussion Members accepted that the most probable way forward  to achieve a replacement toilet in Maesteg was through partnership, and reference was made to the £75,000 promised from the 2008/9 Capital Commitment Programme by BCBC.  The BCBC Members were asked to make enquiries regarding this matter, it was therefore
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RESOLVED:  That the letters be noted and Council await a report from BCBC Members.
