The introduction of an additional hot food take away at this location would have an adverse impact upon the amenities of persons living in close proximity to the site by virtue of odours, noise and disturbance particularly in later evening contrary to Policies EV28 and EV30 of the BUDP.

Following a discussion when the above determinations presented to Committee, it was noted that several Town Council observations had been disregarded eg. Permission granted to conversion of Oddfellows Garth to Flats and Change of use from A1 to A3 at 125 Commercial Street, Members felt that the opportunity to attend a BCBC Planning meeting should be taken up. 

It was decided to Recommend to Council that when the Town Council are raising objections to any future planning proposals, that a request be submitted that a Member attend the BCBC Planning Meeting and be allowed speak in support of Town Council objections.
